opportunities for Topic Talk Time 
each half term. At the end of each

We ensure that the values underpin 
every topic. Each class overview will 

show how these are covered.

Metacognition is the name for 
understanding how you think and learn. 
It has been proven to support academic 

progress. We will be working on this 
over the Summer Term through 

strategies such as peer mentoring.

To help support children with learning 
new vocabulary and developing their 
reading fluency, we will continue to 

use ‘Fiction Express’, as well as 
delving into subject specific material 
such as National Geographic Kids.
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Each term, every class will cover the 
National Curriculum through an 

engaging topic that is titled with an 
‘ungoogleable’ question, which is 

likely to have a number of answers! 
E.g: ‘Do all heroes wear capes?’
